	Procedures

	Provide all information necessary for another teacher to replicate your lesson/unit.  Also, reference your tools and resources in this section.
Prior to going to computer lab I will gather my students around my computer and I will show them how to log onto Google Maps.
Step 1- Log onto the internet

Step 2- Type in www.google.com
Step 3- Click on Maps
I will show an example by clicking on any city and state and show them a map view and a satellite view of that city.  I will also show them how the arrows on Google Maps work.  This will be a brief introduction to acquaint them with the website.
In computer lab I will use Net Op to review with the students how to log onto Google Maps.  I will instruct the students to type in Elko, NV and allow them to use the tools to explore Elko.  They will use the map, satellite, and hybrid keys and the arrow keys.

I will then have the students go back to the homepage and type in Northside’s address (1645 Sewell Drive Elko NV) in the space provided.  Next, the students will click on To here in the directions area.  They will type in their home address in the address space (including city and state).  This will allow them to view directions on how to get from Northside to their home.    

As a final step, the students will be given a piece of paper on which they will draw a map of their own showing directions form Northside to their home.  They must label the streets they will follow to get home.

	Modification for Differentiated Instruction

	Special Education:
	Students in special education will require assistance with Google Maps.
Depending on their needs they will not be required to draw the map.

	ESL:
	Apart from knowing how to write addresses this lesson requires little language skills.  You do not need to speak English to follow map directions.

	Gifted:
	GT students could add more details to their maps and also do several maps.
