Pre-Lesson Activities:

1. *Discuss the Project Guidelines with your students.

2. Students must write their scripts prior to starting the podcasting process.  This is the highest level of critical thinking in any podcasting project and serves as a blueprint for all other media enhancements.  This is the most important step when creating a podcast.
3. Discuss Podcast Rubric Evaluation with the students.

*You may discuss the Project Guidelines after you create a sample podcast as that will give your students time to learn the skill of podcasting.

Lesson Activities:

1. Show PowerPoint with examples.
2. Handout Steps to Creating a Podcast to students.
3. Walk students through creating a podcast using the Steps to Creating a Podcast.
Point out all elements of the Podcast window (either Audacity or Pixie 2).
Step 1:  Choose backgrounds if using Pixie.

Step 2:  Add text and pictures if using Pixie.

Step 3:  Record a narration using students’ scripts.
Step 4:  Add music or sound effects.
Step 5:  Share your podcast.
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
